● Assist in the maintenance of our camp facility and camp vehicles

● Assist summer staff in cleaning of facilities at the end of each session.

● Coordinate the preparation of buses, vans, and equipment for the

check-in and check-out of participants

● Follow all guidelines by FVCA, including the philosophy, goals, and

objectives of FVCA, as well as any secondary procedures and

instructions.

● Complete janitorial and cleaning duties at the end of each session

● Model Christ-likeness in all things. Your attitude toward activities,

summer staff, campers, teens, volunteers, etc… Should reflect in your

actions.
